Okay, I have to admit “defeat” on this one. The founders of Sting and Snow could not advise me who originally recorded this song; it appears to be a “traditional” tune.
Although we were able to obtain the necessary license, I could not track down any one artist that enjoyed any type of “hit” with this record! Whilst many Cajun Artists
have recorded the track, it seems to appear on “compilation” albums. If anyone out there knows anymore — please let me know...

The music for this tune was recorded in Sweden and featured our resident studio band and a few extra session players. We were very pleased, indeed, to be able to feature
Thomas Haglund — top European Fiddle player on this track. It has a great “Cajun Fiddle” sound that really makes it come alive. Easily one of the best of our earlier tracks
(in my opinion) an exceptionally great piece of music. It’s a good crowd pleaser, popular with both dancers and callers!

Using the players of a first rate Swedish Country band,
called “Country Roads”, we set about creating new Square
Dance music. All the players were of the highest standard,
amongst these were Thomas Haglund, (on Fiddle and
Mandolin); Thomas has often been referred to as the finest
Fiddle Player — outside the U.S.
